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THE NOVI SAD FACULTY OF LAW

1. A Part of the University of Novi Sad

The Faculty of Law is an integral part of the state University in Novi Sad,
along with the Faculty of Philosophy, Faculty of Agriculture, Faculty of Tech-
nology, Faculty of Technical Sciences, Faculty of Medicine, Faculty of Mathe-
matics and Natural Sciences, Academy of Arts, Faculty for Sports, Faculty of
Economics (in Subotica), Faculty of Construction Engineering (in Subotica),
Faculty of Technical Sciences “Mihajlo Pupin” (in Zrenjanin), and Faculty for
Faculty Teachers (in Sombor).

The university community is a place where all of its member faculties
can ensure the fulfillment of their academic functions.

The University also provides accommodation for young teachers and
assistants of all faculties in the buildings specially designated for this purpose,
like the premises of the old Assistant House, and recently constructed building
of the Apart-Hotel with eighty modernly furnished apartments.

The University also has a special building for its guests from the country
and abroad. This building is situated on the bank of the river Danube, in the
vicinity of the esplanade and city beach.

University also provides accommodation, catering services and health
protection for its students. The Student Center with over 250 employees is in
charge of providing these services. Seven housing centers for students with
2650 beds provide the accommodation. Three restaurants and six cafeterias
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render catering services for 6500 students on a daily basis. Health protection is
provided by the Institute for Students Health Protection.

2. The Faculty

The Faculty itself is situated in a distinctively modern building. It oc-
cupies nearly 7,000 square meters and incorporates several multimedia rooms, a
lecture hall, a moot court room, 16 classrooms, a conference room with equip-
ment for simultaneous translation, a library, 2 reading rooms, a bookstore, a
student restaurant, a copy room, 50 offices for teaching staff rooms, a con-
ference room with 10 department assembly rooms, 25 administrative staff of-
fices, a Novosadska Banka branch office, along with other facilities. These
facilities fully meet all educational and academic needs of the Faculty.

3. A Library with 300,000 Books

The Library of the Novi Sad Faculty of Law has nearly 300,000 books
and serial publications, some of which are very rare editions. Its stock covers all
main areas of law, but also includes numerous publications in other areas such
as history, economics, sociology, religion and philosophy. The Library is part of
the Academic Computer Network, which provides access to the Novi Sad
Matica Srpska Library, the Serbian National Library in Belgrade, and the Uni-
versity of Belgrade Library.

It has two reading rooms. The larger one, with one 150 seats, arranged on
two floors primarily serves the needs of students. It provides computer ter-
minals for search through the Library catalogue and databases, as well as the
standard card catalogue.

4. Publishing Center and Bookstore

The Faculty has its own Publishing Center, which publishes textbooks,
handbooks, scientific monographs, along with other works of its professors and
assistants. These publications provide adequate course materials for most Facul-
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ty courses. Additionally, the Faculty Bookstore offers textbooks and handbooks
of other publishers.

5. Academic Journal

Since 1966, the Faculty has been publishing the Collection of Works of
the Novi Sad Faculty of Law in regular three months intervals. This Journal
comprises doctrinal works and papers written by local as well as foreign aut-
hors, while providing summaries in English and French.

6. Scientific, Research and Development Projects

The Novi Sad Faculty of Law has launched a number of research and
development projects, which are financed by the Ministry of Science, Tech-
nology and Development of the Republic of Serbia and by the Secretariat of
Education and Culture of the Autonomous Province of Voivodina. Furthermore,
the Law Faculty independently finances development projects aimed at the
advancement of teaching.

7. Scientific Conferences

The Faculty often hosts scientific conferences which are attended by both
domestic and foreign professors and researchers.

During October 24-26, 2002, the Novi Sad Faculty of Law hosted the
Ninth Colloquium of Roman Lawyers of Central and Eastern Europe and Asia,
which was attended by seventy experts in Roman Law, from a number of Euro-
pean and Asian countries.

During May 28-30, 2003, the Faculty organized a conference of deans,
vice-deans and heads of departments of all law faculties of Serbia. The
conference concluded with the issuing of the “Novi Sad Declaration on the
Reform of Legal Education in Serbia.”

On the Central and Eastern European University Network (CEEUN)
Steering Committee meeting held in Milan on February 9, 2004, the Faculty
was entrusted with organizing the First Regional Conference of Law Faculty
Deans of Central and Eastern Europe.

The Faculty organizes various courses for the continued education of its
alumni.

9. Teaching Staff

The Novi Sad Faculty of Law has a highly competent and recognized
teaching staff consisting of 27 full professors, 6 associate professors, 7 assistant
professors and 19 assistants. The staff is divided into ten departments: Depart-
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ment of Civil Law, Department of Public Law, Department of International
Law and International Relations, Department of Theory of State and Law, So-
ciology and Philosophy of Law, Department of History of State and Law,
Department of Criminal Law and Criminology, Department of Criminal Pro-
cedure, Department of Commercial Law, Department of Labor and Welfare
Law, Department of Economics.

Teaching is often carried out by renowned lecturers from other domestic
and foreign faculties, and upon request, by well known judges, lawyers and
practitioners.

Teaching and other academic activities are supported by an admini-
stration with 41 employees in: the General Affair’s Office, Student Registrar,
Accounting Office and Library.

10. Modern Education

The teaching staff at the Faculty of Law uses modern equipment in lec-
ture. Blackboard and chalk are gradually being replaced with overhead and
LCD projectors, and DVD players. Traditional classrooms have been trans-
formed into multimedia rooms where modern teaching methods are applied. To
keep teaching staff up to date with advancements in computer technology, the
Faculty regularly organizes various specialized IT courses. A computer lab is
available to students, along with free of charge IT courses. Modern methods of
interactive teaching are being introduced, which primarily focus on smaller
groups of students.

11. Special Programs for Gifted Students

The Faculty pays special attention to its outstanding students. They are
offered special programs of intensive study and specialized courses designed to
enable them to take part in local and international seminars, to visit foreign
universities and become eligible for fellowships granted by various institutions
and organizations...

Furthermore, each year, the Faculty awards financial grants to the most
successful students.
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12. Special Programs for Disabled Students

In October 2001, the office of the Novi Sad Association of Disabled
Students was opened at the Faculty. The Association works with disabled
students in providing teaching aids and books, providing assistance for students
who have difficulty with reading, writing and communication, as well as pro-
viding adequate housing in student dormitories and stipends.

All disabled students of the Novi Sad Faculty of Law on the second, third
and fourth year of undergraduate studies, along with all postgraduate students,
are exempt from having to pay tuition.

13. Top Results at International Competitions

The students of the Novi Sad Faculty of Law have won several awards in
international moot court competitions. Some of them were awarded special
prizes for best legal argumentation and the best oratory delivered in English.
The most successful students took part in the world famous Philip Jessup Moot
Court Competition in Washington, D.C.

14. Diplomacy

Towards the end of 2002, the Faculty signed an Agreement of Co-
operation with the Federal Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Based on this Agre-
ement, the Ministry is obligated to employ five of our top graduates each year
and to enroll them into the Diplomatic Academy in Belgrade.

Furthermore, the Faculty has a well-developed cooperation with a num-
ber of diplomatic missions in Belgrade. Members of the diplomatic corps often
give thematic lectures on the legal systems of their respective countries and
current events.

Since 2003, the European Law Students’ Association (ELSA) and the Fa-
culty management have been organizing “Diplomatic Days at the Law Faculty
of Novi Sad”, during which ambassadors and consuls present the cultural
heritage and law of their countries. This project further entails the exhibition of
paintings, photographs, performance of folklore groups, and the presentation of
documentaries and movies, panels, etc.
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15. Sports

Academic life at the Faculty does not consist solely of class obligations
and examinations. The “Pravnik” Sports Association, founded in 1963, organi-
zes recreational sports activities and competitions in basketball, football,
volleyball, chess, table tennis, etc.

The most successful students become members of Faculty teams, which
have the opportunity to participate in competitions, both within the country and
abroad. Their numerous trophies serve as a testimony of their success.

16. Culture

Owing to its inclination for extra-curricular activities, the Novi Sad Fa-
culty of Law has become one of the main cultural meeting points of the
University and the city.

Close ties established with Music Schools and the Academy of Art have
given rise to a number of outdoor, evening and other classical concerts.
Towards the end of 2003, the Faculty opened its own gallery to display
paintings, sculptures and art photographs of local and foreign artists. Moreover,
student contests in oration are lately attracting growing attention from the pu-
blic. The overall purpose of these activities is to provide a well-rounded deve-
lopment for future lawyers.

17. A Diploma of the Novi Sad Faculty of Law

According to official statistics of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic
of Serbia, over the past ten years, graduates from the Novi Sad Faculty of Law
have had the highest success rate at the Qualifying Examination for Judges and
Attorneys. These examinations are taken in the presence of judges of the Su-
preme Court of Serbia, law faculty professors and other eminent legal experts.

Passing this examination is a prerequisite for becoming a judge and
attorney.
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18. Among the Best

Each year approximately one thousand high school graduates apply for
enrollment at our Faculty. This is nearly twice the number of students admitted.
A student’s booklet and a seat in the lecture hall are only granted to those who
excel on the entrance exam. This a very important fact, both to those applying
for enrollment, and to our institution as well. In the past few years, the Faculty
has been implementing a selective admissions policy in order to preserve the
quality of studies and its place as one of the leading institutions of higher
education in this part of Europe.

The Faculty’s relationship with its students does not end after graduation.
By receiving a diploma of the Faculty of Law, students establish a permanent
connection with the large network of lawyers who were educated at the Novi
Sad Faculty of law. Our alumni are offered specialist and masters studies, along
with other educational programs.

19. Entering the European Higher Education Area

Towards the end of 2002, the Novi Sad Faculty of Law launched a long-
term development project aimed at facilitating the complete integration of the
Faculty into the European Higher Education Area. Until now, much has been
invested into the development of infrastructure. Furthermore, corresponding
curriculum reform has been implemented.

In May 2003, our Faculty organized a conference of deans, vice-deans
and heads of departments of all law faculties in Serbia. The conference issued a
joint statement on the reform of legal education in Serbia. This statement,
known as the “Novi Sad Declaration,” makes provisions for mobility of stu-
dents between law faculties in Serbia and the creation of an Academic As-
sociation of Serbia Law Faculties. These steps were taken in line with the
broader, international developments.

20. Extensive International Cooperation

Due to its openness, the Faculty has developed cooperation with many
institutions and individuals from around the world. This was one of the reasons
why the Faculty was entrusted with hosting the scientific conference for Roman
law Experts of Central and Eastern Europe and Asia, towards the end of 2002.

In cooperation with the University of Miinster Faculty of Law, the
German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD) and the German Foundation for
International Legal Cooperation (IRZ-Stiftung), our Faculty has been organi-
zing graduate and specialist studies entitled “Civil and Commercial Law of the
European Union” (taught in English) and “Civil and Commercial Law of Ger-
many” (taught in German).

The Faculty has signed cooperation agreements with a number of Euro-
pean, American and Asian institutions. These agreements enable the exchange
of teaching staff and students, exchange of publications, and joint organization
of scientific research projects, etc. Such an agreement was recently signed with
one of the oldest schools of law in the world — the University of Padova,
Faculty of Law, which was founded in 1222.

The International Relations Office oversees the implementation of these
agreements. Visiting professors are provided with their own office equipped
with the most modern computer equipment and Internet connection.
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
